ACC REPORT: ACC report presented by David Braley

DEED RESTRICTION VIOLATIONS ISSUED JANUARY 2011: Violation report presented by Erika McDonald. Report reflected all violations issued or (un)resolved for January 2011. Bob Parmelee requested that the issue on Keanahalululu with the horses and barn be added to the list until the fourth horse is removed.
