PUBLIC PRESENT: Gary Williamson, Joe & Jan Schwindt, Jan & Jan Ashford and Mary Jo Creamer
Meeting called to order at 7:04 pm by David Braley.

OPEN FORUM/PUBLIC COMMENT: Mr. & Mrs. Ashford inquired about the interest of the BCWCID #2 to purchase their wastewater system from the LCRA. John Creamer responded that the LCRA has 32 wastewater systems. These systems are either going to be purchased either way. If the system is purchased by a private company then the prices will continue to escalate. Mr. Ashford then inquired how much more once purchased will it cost the BCWICD #2 to maintain. John Creamer informed him that currently BCWCID #2 already does most of their maintenance. Mr. Ashford noted that if it came to a bond all property owners would be required to pay instead of if it is purchased by another entity then it would only cost to those who wished or were required to get on the wastewater system. John Creamer brought up the need for upgrades to the water system, wastewater system and roads which could be included in the bond. 

Brandon Hamrick arrived. 

Janet Schwindt inquired about what the purpose of the resolution to be reviewed tonight was. John Creamer responded that the purpose for the POA to review and possibly sign the resolution was only to support the BCWCID #2 Board in their attempt to purchase their system. 
NEW BUSINESS

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING 2011 BUDGET: The Board reviewed the proposed 2011 budget along with the 2010 income and expense actuals. Erika McDonald requested that the proposed amount for Interest MM/CD be increased from 4,669.38 to 4670.00. Amount proposed for Annual Charges/Amenities was set at 5,000.00. 

Motion made by John Creamer to approve the 2011 proposed budget with amendments listed above. Motion seconded: Victor Gonzalez. Motion carried.  
DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION TO APPROVE RESOLUTION WITH REGARDS TO THE LCRA WASTEWATER PETITION THAT AFFECTS BCWCID #2 IN TAHITIAN VILLAGE: John Creamer reported that there is a company in Dallas that does appraisals of wastewater systems. The BCWCID #2 would like to be able to have an appraisal done of their wastewater system to assist them in their purchase of the system from LCRA. The current deadline to purchase the system from LCRA is March 17, 2011. BCWCID #2 does have first right of refusal. Jan Schwindt inquired whether there is a potential buyer lined up to purchase the systems. John Creamer answered that yes, there is a buyer lined up, but the amount of the proposed purchase is unknown. The possible companies to purchase are Aqua Texas whose parent company is Aqua America or Monark. 
John Creamer informed the Board that a copy of the current Bylaws were included in everyone’s packet. Please review prior to the next meeting so the discussion of possible changes can be discussed regarding the article(s) relating to the election. 
Erika McDonald reported on the horse/barn issue on Keanahalululu Lane. 

Brent Golemon gave a synopsis of his discussion with the subcontractor previously discussed. 

Motion made by John Creamer to adjourn. Motion seconded: Brent Golemon. Motion carried.
