Meeting called to order at 7:10 pm by David Braley.

SECRETARY’S REPORT: 

Board tabled 2010 Annual Membership meeting minutes until next meeting to be held on July 20, 2010. 

Board reviewed May 2010 meeting minutes. 

Motion made by John Creamer to approve May 2010 meeting minutes. Motion seconded: Victor Gonzalez. Motion carried. 

OPEN FORUM/PUBLIC COMMENT: 

Jana Hellbusch requested that the Neighborhood Watch meeting this month, where Child ID kits will be given out, be posted on TVNNN twice before June 26th. Also informed the Board that she will be at the meeting to set up, but will then have to leave, asking the Board if anyone would be able to take over. Erika McDonald responded that she would take over the Neighborhood Watch meeting. Meeting will be held on June 26, 2010 from 9am – 12pm. 

TREASURER’S REPORT: Financial report for May 2010 presented by John Creamer. 

David Braley inquired on how long the Association would continue receiving the capital credit refunds from Bluebonnet Electric. John Creamer speculated that the Association would receive them for another 5-7 years. 

Motion made by Victor Gonzalez to approve May 2010 financial reports. Motion seconded: Bob Parmelee. Motion carried. 

OLD BUSINESS


ACC REPORT: ACC Report presented by David Braley. 

277 KEANAHALULULU LANE (R27557): John Creamer informed the Board that when the insurance money was paid to the owners of this property that the mortgage was paid off as well although it is not shown at Bastrop CAD. There is a gentleman interested in purchasing this property and rebuilding. He is in the process of contacting the owners and assures us that if property is purchased it will be cleaned up properly. In the event the owner does not build in a reasonable period, the ACC permit will ensure that the slab is removed. In the event the slab is removed the ACC will ensure it is disposed of properly.
DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING FUTURE HUNTING ISSUES IN TV:

Board discussed options given by Game Warden and decided that 1st violation for someone hunting in Tahitian Village would be a fine issued by the proper entity. 

The “non hunting” signs have been purchased and placed, although one post has been dislodged. Erika will speak with the County and/or Jason Murry with BCWCOID #2 will have it reposted. An additional sign will be placed on the entrance at 71 and Makaha.

DISCUSSION ON EMPLOYEE INSURANCE UPDATE: Erika McDonald wanted reflected in the meeting minutes that she has removed her children from her personal insurance and that her paychecks would not be deducted as the insurance had not deducted the amount due from the Association’s account. 

DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON AMENDMENT TO MAY 2010 MEETING MINUTES: Board amended March 2010 meeting minutes New Business Item #8. Board did not hold discussion regarding this agenda item.

DISCUSSION AND ACTION REGARDING TAHITIAN LAND INC:

APPOINTMENT OF TVPOA REPRESENTATIVE: John Creamer renounced his position as TVPOA Representative on Tahitian Land Inc. Board. John Creamer will remain as Agent-in-Fact. At TVPOA May meeting Brent Golemon stated that he would serve as TVPOA Representative on Tahitian Land Inc Board. 
Motion made by John Creamer to appoint Brent Golemon to Tahitian Land Inc. Board. Motion seconded: Bob Parmelee. Motion carried.
AUDIT: Brent Golemon is currently out of town and will be back to attend the July TVPOA meeting, but he is currently having a third party do a cursory review of financial documents for TLand, Inc. Karen Pinard stated she wanted a real audit done. Ray Boyd inquired on what a cursory audit was. 

Motion made by Bob Parmelee that an audit, that meets all legal requirements, be performed for Tahitian Land, Inc. Motion seconded: John Creamer. Motion carried. 
Board informed the public present that Brent would be at July meeting to give all information, but Erika McDonald noted that she would try to contact him now to get a status report. 

Vanessa Owens inquired on when the last audit was done for the TVPOA. John Creamer informed her that the last audit done was in 1996 or 1997. 

NEW BUSINESS

Bob Parmelee wanted to note a few items of interest.  

1) TVPOA needs a Permanent/Constant presence at City Council meetings. 

2) As a matter of convenience to TV residents we need to ask that the BCWCID Bldg be a permanent voting location. TVPOA and Water Board needs to send letter to Nora Cano. 

3) LPNT- Need to get together about the restroom that they are planning to build soon. It is not a wise move to build a restroom in the floodplain. Bob will call joint meeting of the various boards.

4) We should consider rekeying BCWCID #2 Bldg as keys are difficult to work.

5) Can the use of an easel or white board be used in meetings?

a. Erika McDonald noted that there is a white board in the store room outside if the Water District would allow it to be used. 

6)   We may have systemic problems with Tax Valuations from Appraisal Board. Example follows:
a.       Three Tahitian lots were purchased on December 15th, 2009. 
b.       The official value of the lots per Appraisal District was set at twice the market price    on January 1st, two weeks after the purchase.
c.       How could value double in two weeks?
d.       Value was “reset” to original market value during a routine appeal.
e.       What happens to those who don’t have the time to appeal?  
f.        Some residents feel that the tax districts are afraid to raise valuation rates so they are raising valuation values. 
7) People living in the City portion of TV are paying City taxes and a BCWCID Road District assessment but only get benefit of city road maintenance. We should examine the fairness of this.

Motion made by John Creamer to adjourn. Motion seconded: Bob Parmelee. Motion carried.
